Manual do Professor

Speaking – Activity 1 

The aim of this activity is to activate previous knowledge about the unit’s theme.

First ask some students randomly.

After you are sure all students understand the question, have them get in pairs and ask each other the questions.

Vocabulary – Activity 2

Write the words on the board.

Have students repeat them after you.

This activity is individual.

Revise numbers if necessary.

Speaking – Activity 3

This is a sharing information activity.

Review alphabet.

Tell students to get in pairs and explain that one must be A and the other must be B.

Go around the class and make sure students are using the target language.

Reading- Activity 4

Students complete the text with words from activity 3.

Make sure they understand all the words.

OPTIONAL ACTIVITY: Bring real rappelling equipment to class and have students read the text aloud demonstrating with the objects.

Listening- Activity 5

Play the song once with the books closed.

Play the song again and ask students to fill the missing words.

You might have to play the song more than once.

Reading- Activity 6 and 7

Warm-up: Students answer the three questions individually and compare their answers with their classmates’. Check if there are any doubts about vocabulary.

Ask students to read the text silently and underline the words they do not know. Then tell them to find the meanings in a bilingual dictionary. Discuss the text with whole class and check if students got appropriate translations.

Pair-work: In pairs, students read the sentences and decide if they are true or false. Check the answers with the whole class and correct the false sentences.

Writing: Describe one sport on the blackboard and then ask students to write a brief description of their favorite sports. Give individual feedback on their texts and ask volunteers to read their text to the whole class.
